
Dear Friends, 
 

it is my joy to let you know the thrilling news 
around Grace Ministries Budapest (GMB). 
There are a lot of ways we saw the blessings 
of God. We could perform already three 
Exchanged Life Conferences this year, let me 
begin with them. 
 

The first and most wonderful one I had in 
January in Uszka, in NE Hungary. Although it 
is a small, poor and mostly gypsy village it is 
already well known all over Hungary. A 
simple grocer named Jenő Kopasz was sent 
by God in the 70s to preach the gospel to the 
gypsies, and the majority of the village was 
saved. The changes caused by the gospel 
were so great that even the official 
Hungarian Radio went there to make a 
report, and these poor gypsy people could 
confess their faith – under the communist 
regime! Jenő Kopasz (one of my life heroes) 
has already died and they have a gypsy 
pastor now, Edgár Kovács (see first picture). 
He is my friend; we work together in the 
national Leadership Team of the Free 
Christian Fellowship. He invited me to lead a 
conference. I had several very pleasant 
surprises. First there were more than 80 
participants altogether, mainly gypsies, from 
other nearby villages and churches, too. 
Even greater surprise was for me how well 
they received and understood even the most 
complicated parts of the message (e.g. 
control, self-defense, messages of life). As the pastor said: “Ernő, I got closer to myself!” My 
other experience was hearing them worship. It is so powerful that is hard to compare! 
 

The second conference was in February in 
DuƴŀǵƧǾłǊƻǎ, an industrial town by the 
Danube. I was invited by the Greater Grace 
Outreach pastor, who is appreciating the 
balanced message we have about problems 
of life. There were not so many people as in 
Uszka, but also from different churches 
(Reformed-Presbyterian, Calvary Chapel, 
charismatic, etc.), and were also zealous 
about the message, some of them are even 
interested in our Internship Training. 



Two years ago we started to have 
conferences in the office, and there are 
always 10-15 people coming, as also this time 
in March. I could invite two of my counselees, 
and it helped them a lot. I have counselees, 
who are struggling with hard issues, but 
receiving very actively to the truth of the 
Grace of God. Some other people became 
interested in the Internship this time, too. 
Here you see László Beregi teaching Victory. 
 

This picture of 7 graduates (with László and 
me) of our Internship Training was taken on 
March 29, the Final Celebration Eve. It was a 
touching experience for all of us. As the 
training is one evening a week it takes one 
and a half years; it is hard to say goodbye at 
the end. This time we had several changes to 
improve the effectiveness, and they worked! 
Some of the graduates said they’d like to to 
work with us in the future in some way. Some 
responses of the impact of the training: “I can 

accept now, that God loves me.” “I can allow a man to sit beside me; I dare to sing in 
church.” The man on the right side took the courage to propose to the lady beside him, they 
will marry in May. I know them, and I can testify that this is the work of God…  
 

We are planning to start the next Internship in April, we have already applicants. We try to 
modify the setting in order to make it possible for people outside of Budapest to participate. 
There is a series of interactive Bibleςstudies on one Saturday every month lead by László 
Beregi to keep contact with Christians who are interested in the Grace Message. I am also 
working on the publishing of the Hungarian translation of The Grace Life Handbook. We 
hope to finish it this year, and use it for a broader possibility for Christians to be influenced 
by the Message of Grace. I still have in mind to repeat the άTaste of Graceέ concert-theater, 
and make a concert-film of it. This is a real financial and organizational challenge for me…  
 

We are so thankful to everyone who supports us in prayer and/or financially. We couldn’t 
do it without you! Please pray for us if you can: 

¶ that we can start an effective new Internship Training, and make it possible for every 
applicant to participate 

¶ for the new graduates to be able to join the ministry

¶ for the projects we are working on (GL Handbook, new “Taste of Grace” concert) 

¶ for the counselees to grow in Christ; for more volunteers to join to do counseling 

¶ for my personal strengthening both spiritually and physically 

¶ for more people to join the Saturday interactive Bible-study
